Spotlight on current efforts of Brandywine-supported missionaries

Bob & Lynn Soplop, Linda Lawyer (Short term mission to Peru/Faith Promise)
Lynn, Bob and Lindatraveled to Peru in June with a group of volunteers. This group built a
wooden structure for the roof of a boys home (orphanage) where they will be able to dry
clothing when it’ s raining. The plumbing project that was funded by the Faith Promise Fund
started July 1st. The entire plumbing system in the house for boys will be replaced. The
house currently had only one working shower, which only had a trickle of cold water and
most of the toilets were unable to flush. They spent time at two different homes for boys,
reading stories, doing crafts, playing games, reading Bible lessons and giving out plenty of
hugs. Linda Lawyer presented three sessions dealing with the subject of abuse, which were
well received. The children had experienced issues like being sold into prostitution, and
being confined and fed only bread and water before coming to these homes. Lynn wrote in
her report, “So many stories, but each child precious in Jesus eyes. For one short week we
were privileged to make some of their hurt go away.”

Financial Stewardship: Financial Concerns
Our giving for fiscal 2013 year was $2,103,308. This places us $31,692 below budget.
Please continue to pray that God will help us through these uncertain times we are facing in
today’s very volatile economy.

Mortgage Reduction

One of the key objectives identified by you, the congregation, in the May surveys was to
eliminate our long-term mortgages faster than our current pay-off schedules. Thus, we
have targeted paying off the Second Mortgage and the East/West Wing Mortgage by the
end of 2015 (thisis four years faster) as the first step. We can accomplish this goal by av-
eraging $22,000 per month in mortgage reduction giving n the next 28 months. To put this
in perspective, this goal is ACHIEVABLE if our current general fund giving increases by
$25 per month.* This is over and above our current genera fund contributions. By paying
these mortgages off faster, we will free up $100,000.00 per year, beginning in 2016 to use
in expanding ministry programs at Brandywine.
