4 Ways to Walk in the

1) Develop an Active Faith

2) Pursue your Relationship 

with God

v.10c increasing in the 

knowledge of God







3) Trust God through Long 

and Difficult Trials

v.11 being strengthened

with all power, according to 

his glorious might, for all 

endurance and patience

with joy.





4) Express Gratitude to God

v.12-14 giving thanks to the 

Father…
